1. APPROVED ASTM HELMETS MUST BE WORN AND FASTENED
WHILE MOUNTED, THIS INCLUDES EXHIBITOR, TRAINER,
COACH, ETC. FAILING TO DO SO WILL RESULT IN BEING
EXCUSED FROM THE GROUNDS. THIS IS A REQUIREMENT
UNDER THE LAS INSURANCE.

2. RIDERS MUST SHOW PROOF OF CURRENT ONTARIO
EQUESTRIAN MEMBERSHIP OR PROOF OF PRIVATE
INSURANCE MINIMUM OF $2,000,000 AT EACH SHOW.

3. AN ENTRY FORM MUST BE COMPLETED FOR EACH SHOW.

4. COURSES WILL BE POSTED AT RING SIDE BY 8:30 AM.

5. BACK NUMBER MUST BE WORN AND VISIBLE WHILE
MOUNTED.

6. NO REFUNDS WILL BE GIVEN WITHOUT VET OR DOCTOR'S
NOTE.

/. RIDERS NOT IN CONTROL OF THEIR HORSE WILL BE
EXCUSED FROM THE RING.

8. STALLIONS CAN BE SHOWN BY A RIDER 18 YEARS OR
OLDER. ANY UNRULY HORSE (STALLION, GELDING OR MARE)
WILL BE EXCUSED FROM THE RING/WARM UP RING/
GROUNDS BY THE JUDGE OR COMMITTEE.

9. ADULTS MAY RIDE PONIES, BUT MUST BE A SUITABLE SIZE
FOR THE PONY'S COMFORT. JUDGE MAY EXCUSE RIDER IF
NOT SUITABLE SIZE.

10. MANES TO BE BRAIDED OR NEATLY PULLED. TAIL BRAIDS
ARE OPTIONAL.

11. ATTIRE: HUNTERS TO BE SHOWN IN PROPER ENGLISH
ATTIRE; SHIRT, JACKET, BREECHES OR JODHPURS AND
BLACK OR BROWN BOOTS OR HALF CHAPS, BUT MUST
MATCH THE BOOT COLOUR. JACKETS MAY BE EXCUSED AT
THE JUDGES' DISCRETION. JUMPERS: POLO SHIRTS ARE
ALLOWED. NO SWEATSHIRTS, T-SHIRTS, TANK TOPS OR
OTHER SIMILAR DRESS WILL BE PERMITTED. ALL SHIRTS
MUST BE NEATLY TUCKED INTO BREECHES.

12. SPURS - BLUNT ENDED ARE ALLOWED. ROWEL SPURS WITH
NOTCHED OR SERRATED ROTATING DISCS ARE NOT
PERMITTED.

13. BITLESS BRIDLES ARE ALLOWED IN BOTH HUNTER AND
JUMPER CLASSES.

14. ALL BITS MUST BE HUMANE. BITS TO FOLLOW EC
HUNTER RULES.

15. DROP NOSEBANDS ARE NOT PERMISSIBLE IN HUNTER
CLASSES.

16. DRAW REINS ARE NOT PERMISSIBLE.

17. STANDING MARTINGALES ARE PERMITTED IN OVER
FENCES CLASSES ONLY. RUNNING MARTINGALES ARE NOT
PERMITTED IN THE HUNTER RING.

18. BANDAGES AND BOOTS ARE NOT PERMITTED IN HUNTER
CLASSES.

19. EXHIBITORS MUST ENTER AND EXIT THE RING AT A WALK.

20. RIDERS CAN NOT CROSS ENTER FROM WALK/TROT TO
CANTER CLASSES.

21. A RIDER IS ALLOWED ONE MINUTE AFTER FIRST CALL BY
IN-GATE STEWARD TO ENTER THE RING. IF NOT AVAILABLE
AT THAT TIME, THE RIDER MAY BE ELIMINATED.

22. TWO REFUSALS AT ONE JUMP, RIDER WILL BE EXCUSED.

23. IF A RIDER DISMOUNTS BEFORE THE END OF THEIR LAST
FENCE, RIDER WILL BE EXCUSED.

24, ANY RIDER HAVING ENTERED IN A CLASS AND FAIL TO
EXHIBIT, OR LEAVE THE RING WITHOUT BEING EXCUSED
WILL FORFEIT ANY PLACING AND ENTRY FEES.

25. NO RINGSIDE COACHING IS ALLOWED. OTHERWISE,
RIDER WILL BE EXCUSED.

26. NO SCHOOLING WILL BE PERMITTED IN THE SHOW RING.

27. WARM UP RING IS AVAILABLE THROUGHOUT THE DAY.

28. A MAXIMUM OF THREE DIVISIONS PER HORSE/RIDER.
HORSE CAN COMPETE IN A MAXIMUM OF THREE
DIVISIONS (HACK / HUNTER / JUMPER).

29. ABUSE OF THE HORSE IS FORBIDDEN. INCLUDING, BUT
NOT LIMITED TO EXCESSIVE USE OF SPURS, WHIP OR
REINS, INCLUDING REPEATED TUGGING ON THE REINS.

A HORSE SHOULD NEVER BE HIT MORE THAN THREE
TIMES IN A ROW WITH A WHIP, AND NEVER BE HIT ON
THE HEAD. A WHIP IS NOT TO BE USED AFTER
ELIMINATION. ANYONE USING EXCESSIVE FORCE WILL
BE DISQUALIFIED AND ASKED TO LEAVE THE GROUNDS
AND WILL FORFEIT ANY PLACING AND ENTRY FEES.

30. IF A RIDER FALLS OFF ANYWHERE ON THE GROUNDS,
THEY MUST NOT REMOUNT AND BE CHECKED BY A MEDIC
AND BE APPROVED TO REMOUNT. IT IS THE RIDER'S
RESPONSIBILITY TO GET CHECKED BY THE MEDIC.

31. ALL LAS HORSE SHOWS WILL FOLLOW THE EC RULEBOOK.

32. HORSE MUST BE FIT FOR COMPETITION. IF THE JUDGE OR

COMPETITION, IN THEIR OPINION, OR FOR SAFETY
CONCERNS REGARDING THE HORSE OR RIDER THE JUDGE
/COMMITTEE MAY EXCUSE THE ENTRY. THE JUDGE/
COMMITTEES DECISION IS FINAL AND CAN NOT BE
APPEALED.

33. PLACINGS WILL BE POSTED ON FACEBOOK FOR THE FIRST
TWO SHOWS. THE FINAL SHOW RESULTS WILL BE POSTED
AFTER THE BANQUET.

34. ANY RIDER/GROOM/PARENT ETC. WHO CREATES A
DISTURBANCE, WHETHER BY OPENING CRITICIZING THE
JUDGE OR USING OBSCENE LANGUAGE TO ANY JUDGE OR
OFFICIAL, SHALL THEREBY FORFEIT THE RIGHT TO SHOW
AND MAY BE SUSPENDED BY THE LAS FROM EXHIBITING.

35. THESE RULES CAN BE ALTERED BY THE COMMITTEE AT
ANY TIME AS THEY SEE FIT. THEY ALSO RESERVE THE
RIGHT TO ALTER CONDITIONS OR TO REFUSE ENTRIES.

36. THE JUDGES DECISION IS FINAL. LACK OF COURTESY TO
THE JUDGE, COMMITTEE AND VOLUNTEERS COULD
RESULT IN THE EXPULSION FROM THE RING.

37. ANYONE WHO DOES NOT FOLLOW THESE RULES COULD

BE ABLE TO EXTEND AND COLLECT THE GAITS. HORSES TO
ENTER RING AT A WALK. TO BE SHOWN AT A WALK, TROT;
COLLECTED AND EXTENDED GAITS TO BE CALLED FOR. TO
STAND QUIETLY. TO BE JUDGED ON 55% PERFORMANCE,
20% QUALITY, 15% CONFORMATION AND 10% MANNERS.

HUNTER HACK

ALL EXHIBITORS ARE TO SHOW AT THE WALK AND TROT.
EMPHASIS IS ON MANNER AND WAY OF GOING ON THE FLAT.
A HUNTER HACK IS FORWARD AND WORKS WELL ON THE BIT.
THEY SHOULD HAVE TWO CLEAN GAITS WITH GOOD
TRANSITIONS. THE MOVEMENT SHOULD BE SUCH THAT THE
HORSE WOULD BE SUITED TO RIDING THROUGH THE FIELDS
RATHER THAN JUST IN THE RING. COMFORT IS IMPORTANT,
BUT A FORWARD WAY OF GOING IS ESSENTIAL TO A GOOD
HUNTER HACK.

JUMPING, FLOW OF STRIDES AND BALANCE.

EQUITATION OVER FENCES

EQUITATION OVER FENCES TESTS THE RIDER'S SEAT, HANDS
AND ABILITY TO CONTROL AND SHOW A HORSE JUMPING
OVER FENCES. THE COURSE IS SIMILAR TO THE WORKING
HUNTER CLASS IN THAT RIDERS ARE JUDGED ON THEIR
ABILITY TO ESTABLISH AN EVEN HUNTING PACE. JUDGES
EVALUATE THE METHODS USED BY THE RIDER AND THE
EFFECTIVENESS OF THE RIDER IN PROPERLY INFLUENCING
THE HORSE.

HUNTER 2' / 2'3" DIVISION
IF THERE ARE MORE THAN 20 ENTRIES IN THE 2' / 2'3",
WE WILL SPLIT THE CLASS INTO 2' HUNTER AND 2'3"
HUNTER, AND PLACED SEPARATELY.

SIMILAR TO THE TABLE A CLASS, BUT THERE IS NO JUMP-OFF.
