5.Adult: Rider 19 years and older
6.Open: Any age Rider. Youth & Adult can show Open
7.Each Horse can show in each class/division 

      multiple times.
8.Each Rider can show in each class/division TWICE

with two different Horses.
9.Rider can change their Horse ONCE per season.

10.Proof of Liability Insurance - $2,000,000 is required.
Rider must be named in policy (farm / OE). Please
submit current copy of policy/card with entry form.

11.Warm Up: the main ring will be open 8:00-8:45 AM.
12.All exhibitors must exit the chute at a WALK.
13.Horses must be under control at all times.
14.TImes will be posted ringside. keep track of your

times in the back of the prize book.
15. if a rider is called off pattern they are excused from

the arena, with a no time.
16.Peewee/Youth/Adult: 5 seconds will be added to

each barrel/pole knocked down or step out of
bounds (keyhole). Open: No time.

22.Helmets (ASTM or SEI approved) are MANDATORY for
riders under the age of 18.                       

       Riders 18+: Helmets are strongly recommended, 
       but not mandatory.
23.Western - Attire - All clothing must be clean and

neat (no rips or tears). Western shirt with long
or short sleeves with proper collar (no tank
tops), western trousers or jeans, cowboy boots
and approved helmet or cowboy hat. Spurs are
optional and should be humane and blunt ended.
Chaps/chinks are allowed. No batwing chaps.

24.Western - Tack - Bridle - Western type headstalls
to be used, either with a browband, one or two
ear. Split reins or closed reins are acceptable. bit
guards/Curb chain/leather are recommended and
be at least ½” in width and lie flat. No inhumane
bits will be allowed. Hackamores/ bitless bridles,
tie downs and draw reins are allowed. 

       Saddle - of any Western type may be used but must
       fit the horse and Rider. Saddle pad must be neat
       and clean and may be of any colour. Protective
       boots and bell boots are allowed.
25.Bitless Bridles are allowed.
26.All LAS horse shows will follow the EC Rulebook.

28.Weather: If a show is cancelled due to weather,
we will try to reschedule.

30.Anyone (Rider, parent, groom etc.) using
excessive force or profanity will be excused
from the grounds.

31.Lack of courtesy to the Committee and Volunteers
could result in the expulsion from the ring and
forfeiture of entries and winnings.

32.any type of bullying (in person or online) 
       will not be tolerated.
